
Architecture and Engineering Specifications

Indoor/Outdoor Network Color Camera

1. General

1.1. All equipment and materials shall be standard components that are regularly used in the manufacturer’s system.
1.2. The camera shall be thoroughly tested in actual use.

1.3. The camera shall be supported with an available toll-free (U.S. and Canada) technical support number from the manufacturer.

1.4. The camera shall carry a manufacturer’s warranty of one year covering parts and labor.

2. Color CCD Camera Specifications
2.1. The camera shall consist of an integrated pan and tilt unit, 1/4.2 inch honeycomb layout color CCD.
2.2. The pan and tilt shall meet the following design and performance specifications:

a. The camera shall have a pan  angle of 112° (+56 to -56)
b. The camera shall have a tilt angle of 54° (+5 to -49)
c. The camera shall have 64 position presets.

2.3. The high resolution, color CCD camera shall meet or exceed the following design and performance specifications:
a. The camera shall have 629,865 pixels.
b. The camera shall have a minimum illumination of 0.18 lux in slow shutter mode.

c. The camera shall have 5 backlight compensation modes.
d. The camera shall have slow shutter speeds of up to 4 seconds.
e. The camera shall have selectable auto black/white function.

f. The camera shall have automatic gain control (AGC).
g. The camera shall have a built in lens with f=2.8 mm to 7.3mm and F-stop F1.9 to F3.1.

h. The camera shall have an optical zoom of 2.6X.
i. The camera shall have built in motion detection capabilities.

3. Network Specifications

3.1. The camera shall have 1 RJ-45 Ethernet connector.

3.2. The camera shall have the following network frame rates and resolutions:

a. 7.5 frames per second at 1280 x 960
b. 30 frames per second at 640 x 480

c. 30 frames per second at 320 x 240

d. 30 frames per second at 160 x 120

3.3. The camera shall have JPEG image compression.
3.4. The camera shall support 10base-T/100 base-TX Ethernet interface.

3.5. The camera shall support IEEE 802.3af Power over Ethernet standard.
3.6. The camera shall support the following protocols:
a. TCP/IP, UDP/IP, FTPc, FTPs, DHCPc, HTTP, DNS, DDNS, ARP, ICMP, SMTP, NTPc, RNCP.
3.7. The camera shall have mail notification capabilities.
4. Electrical Specifications
4.1. The camera shall be powered by DC 12 V power adapter included.
4.2. The camera shall have power consumption of 10 watts maximum.

4.3. The camera shall have 1 MIC in/AUDIO out.

4.4. The camera shall have 1 SD card slot.

4.5. The camera shall have 1 Alarm Input terminal.

4.6. The camera shall have 1 Alarm Output terminal.

5. Environmental Specifications

5.1. The camera shall an environmental rating of IPX3.

5.2. The camera shall have an ambient temperature range of 14 o F to 122 o F.

5.3. The camera shall have a humidity range of 0% to 90% relative humidity.

6. Physical Specifications

6.1. The camera shall be 5 (H) x 5 (W) x 4.7 (D) inches.

6.2. The camera shall weigh 22.92 ounces.

7. Certification Specifications

7.1. The camera shall be RoHS compliant.
7.2. The camera shall be FCC Class B certified.

7.3. The camera shall be UL 6500/cUL listed.

8. Warranty

8.1. The camera shall have a manufacturer’s warranty of 1 year, parts and labor.
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
