4. INSTALLATION

Notes:
s This camera is for indoor application.
s The attached screws and anchors are used to install the camera to a solid
surface. (e.g.concrete) If installing to loose or thin material surfaces, use
the appropriate anchors (not included) with the screws.

s Install the camera rmly.
4-1 Mounting the camera to a solid surface
(1) Attach the alignment sticker to the surface.
(2) Drill one hole for cable at the center.
(3) Drill two pilot holes (@7mmx40mm(D)) through the two circles on the sticker.
(4) Hammer the supplied plastic anchors into the holes.

(5) Align the two holes on each side of the camera base with the two plastic
anchors; insert the supplied screws with camera to corresponding holes.

4-2 Adjusting the view angle
(1) The lens pan direction can be adjusted by rotating the dome cover by hand.
Note:

s Do not rotate the dome over 350 , otherwise the inner connector may break,
damaging the camera.

(2) Tilt angle of the lens can be adjusted within the limit of 0 to +75 by rotating
“Tilt ADJ screw” with a compatible screw driver.

Note:

s Do not set up the lens at the limit position (+75 ) of tilt angle, otherwise the
image of upper left and upper right may drop out.

5. BACKLIGHT COMPENSATION (BLC)

The BLC function of this camera is always ON.
The exposure is automatically adjusted so that the best picture is obtained at a
monitor zone of about 75% in horizontal and about 75% in vertical direction.
